How do I do this?
Writing a research paper is a process, from identifying a topic, to learning about it through research, to drawing a conclusion about it, to proving your thesis in your paper. DO NOT WORRY: You will get there!
 

The Research Paper Process:
 

Step 1: Identify a topic. Who/what are you going to write about?
 
Step 2: Organize yourself BEFORE you begin researching. (What do you already know? What do you need to learn?
 
Step 3: Collect sources. Read them. Take notes on what you learn.
 
Step 4: Develop a thesis—based on your research—that proves your point.
 
Step 5: Outline how you will defend your thesis. (How will you prove your point? How will you convince us you are right?) This will be the outline of your paper, too.
 
Step 6: Organize your research and incorporate it into your outline.
 
Step 7: Using your outline, write a first draft.
 
Step 8: Edit and revise your draft.
 
Step 9: Clean it up! Write your final draft, including proper citation and a bibliography.
 
Step 10: Hand it in and bask in the glory of writing an AWESOME research paper!!!

INVESTIGATIVE WRITING

An investigative essay is often used as a precursor to an argumentative essay.  It is often similar to a research essay, but the difference is that most investigative essays allow for some form of personal experiences and/or opinions.  In other words, the focus should be on performing research and using outside sources, but other sources may be incorporated as well.  As always, be sure to speak with your instructor for the exact guidelines of your investigative essay. 

The primary goal of an investigative essay is to demonstrate a thorough knowledge of the subject in an unbiased manner.   Doing this requires performing significant research, interpreting the research and presenting it in an organized manner throughout the essay, and being able to articulate the various viewpoints of the issue. 

The key to the investigative essay is to begin with a legitimate question to research.  Doing this allows the writer to keep an open mind throughout the process.  On the other hand, if a writer chooses an issue in which he/she has already made up his mind about, objectivity may be lost.  For example, if a writer wants to investigate whether the current cell phone laws while driving are effective or not, it is better if the writer truly isn’t sure instead of already assuming that they are (or aren’t).

Topic Selection

As mentioned above, the writer should pick a topic that she has not already made up her mind about.  Aside from this, it is also important that the topic be current, debatable, researchable, and manageable. 
A current topic is one that has not been over-debated and is still being decided by society.  Most writers and readers are sick of topics that have been debated for years: abortion, the death penalty, the legalization of marijuana, etc. 

A debatable topic is one that has differing viewpoints.  In other words, it is a controversial issue.  Writing about how child abuse has consequences for society is not debatable since no one would disagree with this thesis.  On the other hand, debating whether the punishments for child abusers are effective or not in deterring crime is debatable.

A researchable topic is one in which the writer can find a variety of credible and current sources.  In other words, the writer needs to be able to find unbiased research performed by qualified individuals to help answer the initial question.  

A manageable topic is one that can be successfully performed within the page requirements of the essay.  Writing about widespread issues such as national or global problems is often unmanageable in a several page essay.  For instance, it is not possible to investigate possible solutions to solve world hunger in several pages.  It may, however, be possible to investigate whether a particular city or county program is effective in dealing with localized poverty. 

If a particular topic meets all of the above criteria, it should make for an appropriate topic to investigate.

Note: An investigative essay is sometimes referred to as a pro/con essay, although a pro/con essay can also be slightly different.  Regardless, the underlying goal is the same: to present several sides of an issue without taking a stand.

LIFE INTERVIEW
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How can you learn about life? Listen to one!
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How much do you know about the people in your family or community? Take the time to find out more. You may be surprised by what you discover.

A life interview is a chance to travel through time. In the present moment, the best gift you can give someone is to listen to them. You'll find out about the past as you hear about real-life experiences. And along the way, you may discover some timeless insights to help guide you through your own future.
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A life interview is a way to connect individuals and generations. It allows the person doing the interview to learn and understand more about another person, to gain insights into what living a life is all about and in turn the goals they have for their own life, and even to learn something about local events and history.

An adult can do a life interview with another adult or elder, or a child or teenager can interview an adult – a parent, grandparent, great-grandparent or other family member, or a member of the local community.

For the person being interviewed, it's an opportunity to share a part of themselves and feel like their life experiences have validity. People often want to talk about their lives, but they're rarely asked. When someone takes the time to listen, the message is that who the person is, what they've done, and the things they care about are important.

When you're doing a life interview, it's helpful to have prepared questions.
Think about interviews you've seen (e.g. on television) and experienced (e.g. by a doctor). What makes a "good" interview? Here are some tips for doing an effective life interview:

· An interview is just like talking with someone, but with prepared questions.

· You can write down the answers to the questions, or do an audio or video recording. Recording the interview ensures that you don't miss anything and also allows you to review the interview at a later time.

· "Triggers" are important when you're doing a life interview. It isn't enough to say, "Tell me about your life." Triggers can be many things – questions, photographs, keepsakes, home movies, music.

· Reading an evocative or thought-provoking story together can be an extremely effective trigger. To set the stage for the interview, you could read a book like Dream together. Dream is about time, legacies, hopes and dreams across a lifetime. With a multilayered story, remarkable artwork from 15 of the top illustrators in the world, and thought-provoking quotations from throughout history, this is the type of book that will spark a lot of conversation.

· During an interview, ask questions slowly, giving the person time to answer.

· You can use some "closed" questions (which prompt a respondent to give only a "yes" or "no" answer), but most should be "open" questions like: Tell me about...; Describe...; What was it like when...?; In what ways...?; Why...?; and How...?

· Start with easy, friendly questions and work your way up to more difficult or sensitive questions.

· Listen carefully to what the person says; don't interrupt or correct. Maintain eye contact and show interest by leaning forward and nodding.

· As you listen to answers, other questions will come to mind. Asking follow-up questions will help you get more information.

· If someone is talking about an unhappy or painful experience, show that you understand how they feel ("That's very sad"). If the person doesn't want to talk about something, that's okay – just go to the next question.

· It's okay for there to be moments of silence or emotion. A person's life is important, and emotion is natural. Accept emotions as part of the process.

· An interview shouldn't last more than about an hour. People do best when they're not tired. You can always do another interview. Doing several interviews actually allows you to think about answers, and come up with other questions based on the answers and things that interest you.

Don't forget to thank the person you've interviewed. They've been generous with their time and perhaps shared personal information. Let them know you value what they've shared. Send them a thank you note and even a copy of the interview (for corrections and additions).
