In 1932, The Public Health Service, working with the Tuskegee Institute, began investigating and studying over 300 African-Americans that were infected with syphilis. In 1947, when penicillin had become the standard treatment for syphilis, the Tuskegee scientists continued their study, withholding penicillin from their patients. The study continued until 1972, when a leak to the press resulted in its termination. Over a hundred patients died as a result...
